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During periods of heavy rain some roads may be impassable.
Do not attempt to drive through heavily flooded washes!
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Map is intended only as a guide. Persons
planning to use longer trails should carry a
topographic map. Carry at least one gallon of water
per person per day. Pools are seasonal and may

be dry parts of the year. For your safety, DO NOT
enter washes when flooded.
